SUBJECT:  Campus 2004-05 Title I School Improvement Status 
 
Enclosed is a preliminary 2004 Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) data table for each campus that 
is subject to Title I School Improvement requirements for the 2004-05 school year.  These data 
tables replace any data tables you received on September 28 in the UPS overnight mailing.  Data 
tables are not included and are not currently available for schools not subject to school 
improvement.  The fact that a campus is not in school improvement does not necessarily mean 
they meet AYP.  
 
On November 15 the preliminary AYP data tables for all Title I and non-Title I districts and 
campuses, alternative education campuses, and open-enrollment charter schools will be made 
available through a Texas Education Agency Secure Environment (TEASE) website.  Additional 
information available on November 15 includes (1) reasons the campus or district missed AYP for 
each of the 29 measures, (2) student listings (including downloadable data files), and (3) 
templates to streamline documentation requirements for the most common types of appeals.  
This information will not be available before November 15.  Districts will have the opportunity to 
appeal AYP data following the November 15 transmission of preliminary AYP data tables for all 
districts and campuses 
 
The preliminary data tables included in this mailing and those that will be transmitted on 
November 15 are not masked to protect individual student confidentiality.  Individual student 
information (including aggregate counts of less than 5) in the tables is confidential under the 
Family Education Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA).  The agency additionally takes the position 
that the tables at this stage of the accountability review process constitute “agency audit work 
papers” not required to be disclosed under the Texas Public Information Act.  Masked data tables 
will be released on the TEA public website on February 24, 2005.
